It is 30 meters high with
approximately 300 meters width which makes it the
wildest waterfall in India. This waterfall is on the
Indrawati River which flows through Vidnhya mountain
ranges.

Tirathgarh Falls

Park in Chhattisgarh, is a breathtaking waterfall that
offers a serene and picturesque experience. It has a
height of 91 meters and surrounded by lush green forest

and rugged terrain, creating a stunning natural
backdrop.
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Bhoramdeo Temple, located in the Kabirdham district of
Chhattisgarh, is a stunning ancient Hindu temple
dedicated to Lord Shiva. It's often referred to as the
"Khajuraho of Chhattisgarh". It is built between the 7th
and 11th centuries. The main temple features a 60x40
feet pavilion with four central pillars and 12 peripheral

pillars, supporting the roof.
